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Acupunture Event Review by Carol Vinnacombe

Earlier this year, GPA Northwest was asked to
supply the models for the first course in the Port-
land area of the International Veterinary Acu-
puncture Society (IVAS). This course teaches
acupuncture to dlready practicing veterinarians
and consists of week-long sessions in October,
November as well as January and February,
2012 with exams in March, 2012. As a result, IVAS
is donating $400 to GPA Northwest for each ses-
sion and it is a good opportunity to learn a bit
more about acupuncture.

Volunteers brought their Greyhounds to the first
session in October and foster dogs Edna and
Cookie both received an acupuncture treat-
ment. The Greyhounds were only needed for
three 3-hour teaching labs, the first of which was
a bit chaotic for everyone. We didn't really have
the number of dogs needed that night, so all of
the dogs present had to “model” for the full ses-
sion. On the second and third days, there were
enough dogs to be rotated in and out as
needed for breaks. By the second day, the hu-
man volunteers and the students had a better

idea of what was needed. The models simply
stood or lay as instructors showed students how
to find the various acupuncture points. The
“hands-on” sent many of the models off to nap
land.

In the November session, foster dog Ziggy re-
ceived an evaluation and an acupuncture
tfreatment during the first teaching session.

Ziggy sits patiently during his treatment.
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Ziggy “the anxious” did amazing in the 2-hour session. As
his foster mom, | could speak to all of Ziggy's medical tests
that had been performed, along with his symptoms. Our
main concern has been his extreme hunched appear-
ance and the sense that he is in constant pain or sensitiv-
ity. After just one freatment, Ziggy's back was much flatter
and his movements more fluid. The following day, | noted
how calmly happy he was, rather than the needy insecure
guy he had been. Ziggy was invited back for the second
night to receive another tfreatment and based on the dif-
ference | could see in him, I'm very excited at the possibil-
ity that we may have found something to help Ziggy leave
anxiety and pain behind.

Also during the second November session, Cookie re-
ceived a further evaluation and an electro-stimulated
acupuncture treatment. Cookie calmly stood there while
26 needles were inserted and several were hooked to
electrodes. She has spent the majority of time since sleep-
ing —which | was told was likely. Her movement seems to
be less jerky and more fluid.

Our experience in these sessions brought forward the plan
to see if acupuncture can help Andre, our foster dog with
the broken hip. We still have not been convinced that sur-
gical repair would help without potentially causing more
damage, so we are going to pursue Eastern medicine for
help. As an organization, we are always searching for an-
swers for some of our Special Needs Greyhounds. We're
hoping acupuncture and possibly laser freatments will help
Andre.

I'd like to thank these volunteers and their Greyhounds for
giving up a few hours of their retirement to help raise funds

Recently, some of our Greyhounds partici-
pated in acupuncture training demonstrations
where they had a chance to show off their
slender physique while acupuncture point
location was taught by finger touch.

You might think freatment at the vet involves
only antibiotics and surgery, but alternative
medicine like acupuncture is increasingly
being offered by veterinarians. Just like for
humans, acupuncture for pets may prove
beneficial for use in conjunction with, or as
an alternative to fraditional medicine.

In animals, acupuncture is used mainly in the freatment of pain, noninfectious inflammation and
paralysis. Such conditions may include lameness, arthritis, sore backs, vertebral disc pathology,
allergic dermatitis, lick granuloma, facial nerve paralysis, and minor sports injuries. Acupuncture is
often used when animals have long-term ailments such as arthritis where the ongoing use of
medicine is considered undesirable.

Acupuncture isn’t for everyone, and like any medicine, its use should be discussed with your
veterinarian. If you are considering acupuncture for your Greyhound, be sure that your veterinary
acupuncturist is a licensed veterinarian and has formal training in the practice of acupuncture
for animals.
