Message from the Board

Happy New Year!

We hope that you are all having happy
holidays, with moments for reflection scattered
among the bustle and celebrations. As we look
back over the past year, the Board of Directors
is grateful for all the volunteers who helped
make 2011 another successful year for
Greyhound adoption. At the beginning of the
year, the Board, along with several Committee
Chairpersons and volunteers, discussed
activities for the upcoming year and set some
goals. We considered the economic situation

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Health & Safety Tips

Sheila & Snow Ask:
What are some things | can
do to help protect my dog

during winter?

(Answered by Tiahn Larter)

Winter is upon us and time for many of us to break out our snow shovels and sweaters. But what
about our Greyhounds? Here are some preparations you can take to ensure they have a safe
and healthy winter too:

1. Keep them indoors Greyhounds are very sensitive to the cold, so it is essential they are not
exposed to cold winter air for too long. Heat lamps and space heaters can be a burn hazard
for your pet so be sure to use only animal safe devices in your home and read all instructions
carefully. When out walking, be sure to keep your Greyhound warm with a dog coat!

2. Lock up antifreeze Anfifreeze is very toxic and even small amounts can be fatal. Lock up all
antifreeze and chemical de-icers and clean up any spills immediately. Antifreeze has a sweet
taste and dogs may drink it if they come across it. If you suspect your pet has come into
contact with antifreeze or de-icing chemicals, call your veterinarian immediately.

3. Stock up on supplies Before winter approaches, stock up on supplies in the event that roads
become unsafe to travel or the vet is closed. This may include pet food, fresh water, warm
bedding and any medications your pet takes on a regular basis. If you are traveling with your
pet, keep the same supply in the car in case you become stuck on the roads.

4. Keep watch when outdoors When outdoors, aleash and a watchful eye is a must. It's very
easy for dogs to lose their scent when paths are covered with snow. Even when they are on a
leash, Greyhounds may come across some slippery situations. Avoid thin ice and frozen lakes/
ponds and any areas which use chemicals to melt snow. The ingestion of these chemicals may
occur through eating snow and/or drinking from puddles and can be very harmful to animals.

5. Look dfter their feet You may find that your Greyhound likes to lick their paws after a nice walk
around the block. If they have walked through areas with de-icing agents, they may wind up
digesting chemicals that are not good for them. Chemical ingestion is an immediate medical
concern and you should contact your veterinarian if you suspect this has occurred. Consider
washing their paws thoroughly with a warm cloth or foot-bath after taking walks and keep an
eye out for any licking.

Note: These are just some of the many precautions we can take in winter to keep our Greyhounds safe. If this is your first
winter with a Greyhound, speak to your veterinarian for detailed advice. Special precautions should also be taken if your
pet is arthritic. Sheila and Snow hope you have a healthy and happy winter!v
