We reserve the right to expel or refuse any dog
due to excessive growling or aggressiveness

*Bordetella is a recommended vaccine but it will not be required to attend the play date. If you choose not to use the vaccination,
self-educate or ask your vet for advice to ensure you make the right decision for your Greyhound. Bordetella can be compared

to the flu shot for people: even with the vaccination, your dog can still get kennel cough - it may just be less severe.

Kennel cough is airborne so whether the dogs board or not, if they are in contact with other dogs, they are susceptible.
